All Nursery-Grade 5 students currently attending Lord Roberts School will automatically be enrolled at Lord 
Roberts School for September 2025.  There is no need to re-register or sign any forms.  If you are planning 
on attending a different school in September please let the office know as soon as possible.  Please also al-
ways inform the school office if your address or contact information ever needs updating.  
 
Grade 6 students leaving Lord Roberts will need to register at their catchment school for grade 7 for the 
2025-2026 school year.  Catchment registration begins on February 10th across the Winnipeg School Divi-
sion.
