The Health Care Aide program is designed to provide students with

the practical and theoretical skills necessary to assist clients with

their physical and emotional needs throughout all stages of life in a

compassionate and competent manner. Self-reflection and critical

thinking skills are emphasized throughout the course.

WHO THIS PROGRAM IS FOR

People who are interested in caring for others, are compassionate

and patient, good problem solvers and want to learn the skills

necessary to enter the health care field. Students need to be over 18,

have a clean criminal record check (vulnerable sector), adult and
child abuse record check, have completed grade 12 and IELTS level
of 6 or CLB of level 7. Immunizations must be up to date before

clinical.

SEQUENCE OF THEYEAR:

September to January

The first five months of the course
are divided between the classroom
and the HCA lab to allow students
to obtain the preliminary knowl-
edge and skills needed to begin their
clinical experience. The certificates
required by Winnipeg Regional
Health Authority for clinical will be
completed during this time.

February to June
