= Will look into simplifying things with a coffee and honey sale instead
e How will fundraising initiatives be budgeted this year?
® |t was suggested a good use of funds this year could be put towards the
school run snack program
e There is a need for this program and it is growing
e Looking to shift this program to fresh foods
e Funds could be used to subsidize the program — looking at
costs of $50/week to start and can grow from there
e Want to ensure there is no stigma attached



e Those in attendance agreed this would be an ideal way to use
funds — especially those raised through the Farm to School
initiative

= Suggested it could go to help offset Grad costs

e Those in attendance agreed that they want funds raised
through Parent Council to be used for the benefit of all
students, not just one grade

= Technology is always needed

e PAC donated towards this need last year, and those in
attendance agreed that this would be a good use of funds
raised again should there be any remaining
