Parents are reminded that once a
student turns 18, we require a
waiver signed by the student to
enable us to provide information
to parents regarding the learning
of the student.

Select Attendance then
Report an Absence.

e Use the SafeArrival website,
https:/go.schoolmessenger.ca. The first time
you use the website, select Sign Up to create
your account. Select Attendance then Report
an Absence.

e (all the toll-free number 1-855-278-4513 to
report an absence using the automated
phone system.

These options are available 24 hours/day, 7 days
a week. Future absences can be reported at any
time.

Graduating students will pay for and order their Caps and Gowns between April 6th and
April 24th. The cost is $40. The order also includes a v-stole and a tassel. Students must
wear a cap and gown purchased through Tec Voc in order to take part in the formal
convocation ceremony. Students get to keep them. Students should check the Grad Google
classroom regularly for updates.

o Students paying through credit cards or with debit cards can pay in the office on
Wednesdays, Thursdays or Fridays or scan a QR code and enter their payment details.
The QR code will be available on posters located by the office. Students will then get an
email receipt, which they can then use to show proof of payment in order to get their
measurements.

» Cash and cheque payments can be accepted through the office, where one of the clerks
will provide a receipt for their payment. Cheques will be made out to Tec Voc High
School.

2. Students will bring their receipt to Mr. Reece (Room 341) or Ms. Kszywisko (Room 306)
during scheduled times in order to have your height measured and to complete the
order. The measurement schedule will be posted each week on the Grad Google
Classroom.
