Summary Basic language training to adult permanent residents in one of 
Canada's oƯicial languages to facilitate their social, cultural 
and economic integration into Canada. 

English Language Fundamentals is a preparation program for 
a student to enter the EAL courses stream. Program would 
support students whose goal is to obtain a Mature High 
School Diploma. 

English as an Additional Language course: 

 Prepare students to enter Grade 12 programming for 
post-secondary eligibility. 

 Improve English skills to obtain a Mature High School 
Diploma.  

 Improve employment/community opportunities and 
quality of life experiences.

• Permanent resident of Canada or a protected person 
• Referred by certified assessor (WELARC) 

• Age range: 19-23 yrs. or committed to 3-5 years to 
complete high school diploma. 

• Winnipeg School Division Residents prioritized 
• Previous school experience 
• Intake/assessment through WELARC or WAEC for 

placement 

• 19 yrs. of age + 
• Intake/assessment through WELARC or WAEC for 

placement 
• Non-Winnipeg School Division resident over 21 yrs. of age 

must be MALTI eligible (CLB 5-8). 
• WELARC assessment required for MALTI eligibility
